Logo: 
The  logo  is in the  shape  of a  Fish  which  is a  symbol  of 

Christ.  It  is  swimming   upwards and  at its  centre is  a 

Cross. These   symbolises  the  Christ-centered  dynamic 

growth of the Community in God's love and  ways. 

The  stylized  fish  logo  has  a  big  'S'   for  an  upper  body 

ending with  the tail  and the  letter 'I' is formed like a cross 

to  represent   the   initials  of   "St   Ignatius".  Our   Parish 

community's Christ-centered living strives to integrate the 

Ignatian charism of "finding  God in myself, others and all 

situations  for  God's  Greater  Glory,   as  embodied  in  our 

Parish Goal. 
 

 
Further Reflection on Logo:  The Cross has 

four   shades   of   colours:  the   bottom  two 

colours  red  (left)  and  blue   (right),  could 

symbolise  Christ’s   shedding  of  blood and 

water   respectively.  These   four   colours 

could  also symbolise  how  Ignatian 

Spirituality  is  the   living  out   of  the   Four 

Gospels.
